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What kind of skating gear should | have?

»  Any skates (you don't have to have figure skates yet), warm clothes, gloves and a HELMET. Skaters in
the advanced group must wear a helmet or a safety headband.

What time and where is the skating school?

» Tuplajaat Lippumaki, Rauhalahdentie 66, at 17.00-17.45.
»  Gathering in the lobby of the ice rink at 16.45.

How much does skating school cost?

» The first trial is free.

» The skating season costs 95 € AUTUMN and 95 € SPRING. In addition, the club's membership fee is 40 €
for the whole season or 20 + 20 €, AUTUMN + SPRING.

Do | have to register in advance somewhere?

»  You can come to the first session and sign up for the instructors on spot in the lobby, before the skating
school starts.

»  You must register for Suomi Sport and MyClub after the first trial session (this way you will receiv
information about the skating school and insurance for your child)
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Do | have to report if | am absent?
» Absences do not need to be reported.
Where do the newsletters and other info go?

» The skating school’s newletters and info will be sent by email when you have signed up for SuomiSport
and MyClub.

Is there skating school sessions during the holidays?

» Skating school has a break during the holidays (information about this will be available at the beginning
of September and on the club's website.)

When does the skating school start and end?

» The skating school is divided into autumn and spring seasons. The autumn season starts in September
and ends in December. The spring season begins in January and ends at the end of April.

» Training times of Kuopio ice rinks are usually allocated to clubs in June, after which we announce the
exact start and end times and the dates of the Christmas holidays.
